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Course Outline

World History

Overview

World History is a survey course designed to familiarize students with a broad range of topics and information.  Elements of history, culture, and geography will used to help students form a basis of historical thought.  This class will cover the modern world from the late 18th century through today.  The 18-week course will cover topics from the basis and foundations of western political thought to specific historical information about major world events such as World War I.  This course is required for graduation.

Unit 1: [Chapters 1-3] Introduction and Vocabulary; Principles, Philosophies, and the Development of  Western Political Thought.

Unit 2: [Chapters 4-7] Industrial Revolution, Global Change, and Imperialism/Colonialism in England, Japan, Asia, and Africa. 
(3 weeks)

Unit 3: [Chapter 8] Causes, Conduct, and Consequences of World War I.  
(2 weeks)

Unit 4: [Chapters 9-10] The Rise of Totalitarianism during the Post World War I era.  
(2 weeks)

Unit 5: [Chapter 11] Causes, Conduct, and Consequences of World War II.  
(2 weeks)

Unit 6: [Chapters 12-13] International Developments of the Post World War II era.  
(2-3 weeks)

Unit 7: [Chapters 14-17] The Contemporary World; Nation Building in the Middle East, Africa, Latin America, and Asia.  The Communication, and Information Revolutions; Media and Current Events.  

             (2-3 weeks)

Finals Week: Preparing and Studying for Final Exam. (1 week)
